The USCAA NJ/NY/PA Regional made a comeback this year as part of the Randolph Classic USATF-NJ Masters Track and Field Meet.  When the dust cleared, GE emerged as the Team Champion with 46 points followed by AT&T (44), Lucent (32) and Dialogic (24).
